PASSAGE 2:

The notion of “third party policing™ has emerged as a way of understanding how
public police can steer these crime control networks, by mobilizing other parties and
making use of their resources. Third party policing occurs when police engage with
other organizations or individuals and use a range of civil, regulatory and
administrative laws to create or enhance crime control and prevention networks. The
focus shifts from sole police responsibility for preventing and responding to criminal
and anti-social behavior to networks using a wide range of legal options. but with the
police at the centre of the networks. rather than as simply another node. Such networks
can focus on risk identification, surveillance and prevention, rather than on traditional,
reactive police strategies, and make use of a wide range of non-traditional legal powers
and levers. Some of the legal measures used include property forfeiture. license
restrictions. evictions and injunctions.

The distinctive feature of this type of policing is that use is made of legal
mechanisms outside the criminal law. Police therefore gain access to new levers that in
most cases are less hindered by restrictions and protections developed around criminal
law processes. In addition, they gain crime control partners who are convinced or
coerced to take responsibility for local problems. In third party policing, the police
create or enhance crime control guardians in places and situations where guardianship
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was previously either ineffective or absent. Police work in partnership with other
institutions. agencies and individuals in an effort to prevent and more effectively deal
with crime problems. But unlike other types of police-community networks, third
party policing is characterized by top-down strategies that compel the police to harness
new, coercive powers from other network nodes, to help improve crime control.

PASSAGE 3:

There are four underlying assumptions of community policing. beginning with the
notion that increased visibility of police decreases the fear of crime in society.
According to this assumption. the community will feel more secure if there is more of
a police presence, since police presence can deter criminals from committing crime.
However, this assumption can be questioned because a police presence may force
criminals to move to the other areas.

The second assumption is that because society is composed of a homogenous
population, satisfaction, or dissatisfaction with the police can be measured. This
assumption is problematic, however. because social class characteristics, age and race
of the neighborhood result in variations in police service type. Further, since there is
not a single community. questions arise regarding how the police identify community
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and determine what the community needs. This may result in different perceptions
regarding police service and the effects of these services in different communities. For
instance, while foot patrol is successful in reducing the fear of crime and increasing
satisfaction among citizens, this may be an overgeneralization of the effects of foot
patrol activities, and these activities may have different effects depending on the
demographic characteristics of the communities involved.
